My name is Megan Wise.  My husband, Logan, and I are lifelong residents of Miami County.  We grew up 

here and enjoy raising our three-year-old son, Lincoln, in the community in which we grew up.  In February 

of this year, we were excited to learn we were expecting a second child.  Another sweet baby boy, Declan, 

due 11/4/18.  However, Declan was diagnosed with Potterôs Syndrome at 18 weeks gestation.  Potterôs 

Syndrome is a name for a variety of conditions which cause a lack of amniotic fluid around babies while in 

utero.  In Declanôs case, he has a genetic condition which has caused both of his kidneys to be filled with 

cysts which causes them not to function.  So, any fluid he takes in, his kidneys are not able to process.  

This lack of fluid leads to poor or no lung development and causes babies to pass away due to poor lung 

development.  Sweet Declan was born on Saturday, September 22, 2018 as he sun was coming up.  He 

was surrounded by family and love for the full one hour and six minutes of his life before he went to be with 

Jesus. 

Megan and her family held a drive for diapers, wipes and baby items for families in need in their 

community.  The response was unbelievable:  10,000 diapers, 16,000 wipes and many, many 

other baby items.
